Getting Here

If travelling by car the postcode for St. Aloysius Playing Fields is G33 1AB
From Carlisle and the SOUTH
· From the M74, take Junction 4 onto the M73, stay your left when entering the M73 motorway
· On M73 take the first Junction (1), onto the M8 towards Glasgow
· Once on the M8, continue along and then take Junction 12 (A80 – Stepps)
· At the light at the top of the slip road, go right onto the A80
· Go along the A80, passing several traffic lights (be mindful of the speed cameras) for approximately 1 mile, fields will be on your left.
From Glasgow and the NORTH
· Exit the M8 at junction 12 (A80 – Stepps)
· At the light at the top of the slip road, go left onto the A80

· Go along the A80, passing several traffic lights (be mindful of the speed cameras) for approximately 1 mile, fields will be on your left.

From Edinburgh and the EAST
· Exit the M8 at junction 12 (A80 – Stepps)
· At the light at the top of the slip road, go right onto the A80

· Go along the A80, passing several traffic lights (be mindful of the speed cameras) for approximately 1 mile, fields will be on your left.

By Train

· The nearest station is Stepps, with service from Glasgow Queen Street
· St. Aloysius is approximately 1 mile away

Captains Meeting

· Captains Packs can be collected from Tournament control during the Captains Meeting
Tournament Structure

Tournament Rules

· ISF rules apply unless an exception is written into the tournament rules. 
· No Jewellery
· All players must be affiliated to the BSF
· Home team will be decided on the toss of a coin before the game
· No new innings after 45, ball game after 55 (minutes) 
· Game ends prior to the scheduled start of the next game
· Batting Out – Games will not be batted out. If, after no new innings are called the away team has batted and the home team is ahead, the game will be called. If, after no new innings are called, the home team is behind or the game is tied, the home team will bat, but the game ends on the play that wins the game i.e. when the winning run crosses the plate.  
· All finals will be 7 innings, in the event of a tied final game the last out in the previous innings returns to 2nd base for an 8th innings.
· Tied ball games are allowed except for Timed placing games – where the game must revert to the previous innings score. 
· Teams will score 3 points for a win, 2 points for a draw and 1 point for a loss
· Forfeit of a game will be recorded as 7-0
· Blood rule – any player bleeding or with an open wound must leave the field and have the wound properly dressed before returning to the field of play.
· If bad weather affects the tournament the organisers reserve the right to reformat the tournament.
· If a player is ejected from a game, it will be the decision of the organisers to determine if they are also suspended for the remainder of the tournament.

· Borrowing Players – Teams may borrow players from any team playing in the tournament – a team may only use the same borrowed individual for two games during the tournament.  Any exceptions to this need to be discussed with the tournament organisers in advance. Failure to comply may result in the forfeit of the game. Borrowed players may play any position EXCEPT SS, 1B, & P.
· Youth players OVER 14 and UNDER 16’s - Any youth players must have signed parental/guardian consent to play in the tournament which a copy of which must be given to tournament control before play begins. Failure to comply may result in the forfeit of the games. 
· UNDER 16’s – Are required to wear a helmet when batting. Failure to comply may result in the forfeit of the games.
· Balls – All levels will use 12 inch balls 
Scores

Scores must be texted in to tournament control by the winning team

Failure to report the score within 15 minutes of game completion may lead to the deduction of 2 points

Protests

Any protests must be lodged with the Tournament Control along with a £100 deposit, which will be refunded if the protest is upheld – the Tournament Team (CSSL Directors/Tournament Organisers/Umpire in Chief) have the final decision on all protests.

First aid is available for all the normal accidents

Photos

If any player does not wish their photos to be used in publications or websites advertising either Glasgow Softball or softball in the UK they need to provide tournament control with a picture to allow all photos to be checked before use.
Balls

If any club, team or player wishes to purchase part used softballs they will be available from tournament control on Sunday afternoon at the price of £20 for 12.
Litter
Please use the bin bags provided; they will be handed out at team registration. More bags will be available if needed.
Cigarettes
Please do not stub your cigarette ends out and leave them on the grass – Please abide by the law and do not smoke indoors

Alcohol - BYOB
Due to licensing restrictions, the Glasgow Tartan Tournament will be BYOB only (Bring Your Own) which can be consumed in the function hall. 
Teams that are travelling to the venue and unable to bring their own due to space requirements, the tournament organisers will be able to pre-purchase your order so it is in the clubhouse for your arrival. If you wish to take advantage of this service, CCSL will provide for cost of alcohol plus 5% (if you purchase £100 worth, charge is £5 for transport/logistics, etc.)
